I am providing you with a list of class requirements, expectations, and rules so that we can all learn and succeed, as well as enjoy the year together.



Requirements:��You must have a 3-ring binder for use only in this class. Inside should be a package of white, lined paper. You will also need a folder in which to place handouts. I believe organization is crucial to doing well in a foreign language, so be sure to keep your notes, homework, worksheets, quizzes, and tests in order and in separate locations. You may do this in any way that works for you, but I will expect you to be able to easily locate a specific page upon request.  In addition, please have a composition book for journal entries we will be doing throughout the year.





Expectations and rules:��You and I have the same goals for this class, and if we work together we can make them happen. In order for everyone to be successful this year, I have outlined my rules and expectations, and they are as follows:





Be respectful - Be respectful and kind. I want us all to be in a classroom where we feel comfortable - no one should have to worry about being made fun of, talked down to, or made to feel uncomfortable. I will do my best every day to be certain that my words and actions show respect to each and every one of you. In return, I ask that you show me respect, and that you show your classmates respect.


Be responsible – Take responsibility for your own learning and be prepared for class.  Do your homework each night, take notes, study for quizzes and tests, and ask questions when you don’t understand something.  Don’t copy work and don’t cheat.


Cheating will result in a zero on the assignment and a call home.


I do not accept late homework, except in the case of an absence.  No exceptions!


Coming to class late without a signed pass will result in detention.


Participate – You will get as much out of this class as you put in.  Be attentive during the lessons, contribute to group activities, and continue to learn outside of class time.  Don’t bring things into the classroom that can be distracting – food, beverages, cell phones, etc.





Failure to comply with these expectations will result in discipline including detention, calling home, and office referrals.








Grading policies:





Homework (15%):  Homework will be graded from 0-3 according to the following scale:





3 	All examples are attempted to the best of your ability.  Regardless of correctness of responses, the work shows sufficient effort.

Work is incomplete and shows very little effort.





No assignment handed in.





* No late homework will be accepted, except in the case of absence. *


Classwork and Journal (20%):  Most class work and group assignments and your participation each day will be graded (please see rubric).  Journals will be collected at the end of each quarter and graded (please see rubric).





Quizzes (40%):  Quizzes will be given often and are almost always announced.





Tests/Projects (25%):  Tests and projects will be given less frequently than quizzes, and will always be announced.  One test IS WORTH MORE than one quiz!!





Procedure for when you’re absent:





Get notes from a reliable classmate and the handouts from the folder


Show me/hand in any assignments from your absence within one week of your return to school (exceptions will be made for extended absences)


Makeup any quizzes/tests within TWO WEEKS of the dates they were taken (see me if there are any scheduling conflicts)





*It is your responsibility to makeup work from your absences.  I am here to assist you, but you must take the initiative to ask for help or talk to me about any problems/concerns.*
